Congress is divided into non-

competitive and competitive 

sessions.  The non-competitive 

portion is devoted to educa-

tional, recreational, and com-

munity service workshops.  The 

competitive portion of Congress 

allows first place senior District 

winners to compete against 

other District winners in a vari-

ety of events.  County 4-H 

teams also compete against 

one another in various judging 

team contests. 

Each County sends two voting 

delegates to attend the State    
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with other youth and adults and 

compete for recognition in an 

ever-growing complex society.
